Orange Clinic – QSF Beginners Level Description 
Age 8-12, Beginner or graduated from QS Red Stars class.  
Beginners will learn the basic skills and will play fun games to 
implement their skills.  They will benefit from this class by moving 
to a bigger court and learning more about footwork and court 
positioning.  To move to this class, QS Red Stars must be able to 
rally with the pro 10 consecutive times and serve underhand and 
overhand in the appropriate box on the 36’ court.  
This level plays on a 60’ court with Orange Low Compression 
balls. 

 
• We ask you to sign up for the days that you will be 

attending most frequently.  If you can not attend class 
on the earlier specified days we ask you to call and let 
us know.  If you wish to come to another day offered 
during the same week, we ask you to call and reserve 
your junior’s place in the clinic.  If you don’t call 24 
hours in advance, there is a chance that your junior 
might not have a spot in the clinic for that particular 
day. _______________________________________ 

Orange Torpedoes - QSF Intermediate Level Description 
Age 8-12, Players in this class will improve their footwork and 
positioning for singles and doubles. They will work on overhand 
serving and placement of their strokes while being able to move up 
to the net.  They will learn how to keep score and use simple tactics 
in their game.  Players from this level are advised to join the Junior 
Team Tennis in addition to the clinics. To move to the Intermediate 
level, players must be able to serve overhand serves in the correct 
box, as well as have the correct grips for groundstrokes, volleys and 
serves.  They have to be able to rally 5 consecutive times from the 
baseline of the 60’ court with another player.  
This level plays on a 60’ court with Orange Low Compression 
balls. 

 
• It is your responsibility to call the Rock Hill Tennis 

Center to check on the status of the clinic in case of 
inclement weather before your junior’s class time.
